We are writing to clarify BoxRec's position regarding professional boxing bouts

involving foreign boxers in Thailand during this transitional period.

BoxRec is committed to maintaining the integrity, accuracy, and credibility of
professional boxing records worldwide. While we support the development of
boxing in all regions, including Thailand, all bouts must meet strict standards to be
recorded in our database.

In order for bouts to be registered on BoxRec, the following requirements must be

met:

Promoters must ensure that all boxers provide fruthful, accurate, and verifiable
documentation;

For any foreign boxer traveling to compete in Thailand, an official approval letter
must be issued by the boxer’'s home national commission, or by the commission of
the country where the boxerlegally resides; The approving body must be a
recognized and legitimate professional boxing authority, and the approval letter
must include valid contact details for verification purposes;

Any bout involving a foreign boxer must be a 10 or 12 round title fight for a BoxRec-
recognized title.

Where no recognized commission exists, cases will be reviewed individually.

Please note the following regarding registration on BoxRec:

Bouts that do not meet the above requirements will not be registered on BoxRec.
Non-title bouts involving foreign boxers will not be recorded.

All other standard requirements must be metWe appreciate your cooperation in
ensuring that all events meet the necessary standards. This is essential to protect the
integrity, fairness, and long-term credibility of professional boxing records.
